Introduction 
 
Eastbourne Youth Radio broadcast for over 50 hours on 87.7FM from studios at East Sussex 
College last November.  About 1000 young people aged 5-19 from 14 schools and colleges 
took part together with representatives from business and the local community. EYR was 
registered with both Global Entrepreneurship Week and Parliament Week and helped to 
promote “One Kind Word” as part of Anti-Bullying Week.
